By asking questions readers can furn a fext info @
freasure hunt, where ther job is fo find the answers fo their
questions. When readers ask questions, they think about what
they already know and what they want to find out.

When you choose a book, it's important to ask questions before
you read. Read the fitle, the blurb on the back, and look at the
cover art. What are you curious about? What do you hope fo
leamn from reading the book?

You should aso ask questions while you read. Try asking
questions that help you answer who or what the book is about
and where or when the story takes place.
