R-confrolied vowels have a vowel (a.e,i,0,u) followed by the letter “r". The two
letters are pronounced as one sound. Some examples of r-controlied vowels are
ir, or, er, ar, and ur. Sometimes it's referred o as the “bossy " because you hear
the r sound more than the vowel.

Multisyllabic words are words with 2 or more syllables.
